Comments:


#1.  RDA does not allow the use of “Polyglot.”  Instead, RDA says to give an authorized access point for each expression in the resource.  Only the predominant or first-named expression is a core requirement (RDA 17.10); the first 730 field in this record would satisfy that core requirement.  The other 730 fields would not be required.

#2.  RDA does not include instructions to abbreviate the names of the testaments of the Bible.

Comments:

#1.  RDA says to give an authorized access point for each expression in the resource.  Only the predominant or first-named expression is a core requirement (RDA 17.10).  The first 700 field in this record would satisfy that core requirement; the other 700 field would not be required but it would be advisable to include it to identify what is in the resource.

Comment:    LC has a policy for resources with single expressions other than translations and the Bible to give the language(s) of that single expression in the 041/546 fields in the bibliographic record rather than create an access point for the expression with the language name(s) in subfield $l.  As a result, for LC there is no change in the MARC encoding of RDA when a single expression has more than one language.  
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
